Along with classwork, SLU’s Catholic studies program also offers a
variety of social and spiritual activities and opportunities for community
service in neighborhoods near campus.

SLU's Center for Catholic Studies offers informal gatherings every
Monday night where SLU students can hear top-notch Catholic speakers
engage in medieval-style debate, participate in weekly prayer and liturgy
and serve in neighborhoods near SLU. Co-curricular events include
informal movie nights, field trips to local religious sites, weekly prayer and
a spring day of reflection.
